The Aerophone Brisa features multiple fingering modes. You
can choose the fingering according to your preference and
playing experience.

This sheet describes the Brisa fingering (Brisa mode) and the
Flute fingering (Flute mode). For other fingerings, refer to the
“Fingering Chart”in the separate “Quick Start” booklet.

Brisa fingering

This is the original fingering for the Aerophone Brisa. This
fingering is easy to use for saxophone and recorder players.

Flute fingering

This fingering can be played in the same way as a flute. The
octave switches according to the hole you blow into.

Switching between fingering modes/iE45

1. Press the [MENU] button.

The menu screen appears.

2. Use the [ 4] [»] buttons to select “Fingering
Mode".

3. Press the [MENU] button.
The position of the cursor changes to the lower row.

The fingering mode that you specify is saved
automatically.

Brisa: This is the original fingering for the
Aerophone Brisa. This fingering is easy to use
for saxophone and recorder players.

When using the Flute fingering, the octave key acts as a
performance key (Briccialdi and B keys). Switch octaves by
covering or blowing into the lower hole of the lip plate.
